Those already involved in governance at school or trust level 
find the role particularly rewarding evidenced by the fact that so 
many chose to remain in post beyond the end of the normal four 
year term of office.

– they come from all walks of life and all ages with a mix of skills, 
knowledge and experience. The ability to analyse presented 
information, challenge thinking and identify good solutions to 
complex issues or thorny issues.
