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THE SACRAMENT OF BAPTISM

The Code of Canon Law states:
“Parents are obliged to see to it that infants are baptised
within the first weeks after birth”
(867)

As a Parish, within the Diocese of Salford, we follow
the Diocesan Baptism Policy.

In order for your baby/child (under the age of 7) to be
baptised, if you are not already practising your Catho-
lic faith, then you must begin to attend Sunday Mass
for a minimum of at least 6 weeks before a baptism
date can be discussed.

¢ If you live outside the Parish, but this Parish is your
place of regular worship, no permission is needed.

¢ If you live outside the Parish and don’t regularly
attend Mass, permission from your Parish Priest is
needed.

¢ After a date for baptism has been set, a meeting
with Fr. Kieren or Deacon John must be arranged
(by you).

¢ If your child is over 7 they are treated as an adult
and must follow an adapted RCIA programme.
